Hakem veya
degerlendirici goruslerine yonelik akademik kanaat farkliliklar, bu prosedir kapsaminda itiraz konusu

olarak degerlendirilmemektedir.

lletilen itiraz ve sikayetlerin, ilgili belge ve gerekcelerle birlikte, platform tarafindan belirlenen resmi ilefisim
kanallari araciligiyla sunulmasi beklenmektedir. Basvurular, momkin olan kogsullarda degerlendirme
strecinde dogrudan yer almamis bagimsiz bir kurul bileseni veya yetkilendirilmis bir idari yapi tarafindan

incelenmektedir. Inceleme strecinde gizlilik ve tarafsizlik ilkeleri gézetilmektedir.

Gerekli gortlmesi halinde, itiraz veya sikdyet konusu basvuruya iliskin ek bilgi talep edilmesi, hakem
raporlarinin yeniden gézden gecirilmesi veya ek bir degerlendirme gérisine basvurulmasi momkandor.
Bu strecler, degerlendirme kararinin bilimsel veya sanatsal icerigini yeniden yargilamak amaciyla degil,

surecin etik ve usule uygun bicimde yUritilup yorotilmedigini tespit etmek amaciyla isletilmektedir.

ltiraz ve sikayet degerlendirmeleri sonucunda alinan kararlar, cezai veya yaptirim niteligi tasimamakta;
degerlendirme strecinin givenilirligini ve etik bitinligint korumaya yonelik idari ve ilkesel dizenlemeler
olarak ele alinmaktadir. Bu prosedir kapsaminda yiritilen tom islemler, akademik etik ve kurumsal
sorumluluk ilkeleri dogrultusunda uygulanmakta olup, hukuki bir sézlesme veya baglayicr taahhut niteligi

Procedure

Within the scope of academic and artistic evaluation processes conducted by STA Congress | Art and
Design Research, the ability of applicants to submit procedural objections and ethical complaints related
to the evaluation process is recognized as an integral component of transparency and accountability. This
procedure has been prepared to define the framework and manner in which such objections and
complaints are addressed.

Objections and complaints are examined only within the scope of explicit procedural errors in the
evaluation process, conflicts of interest, breaches of confidentiality, or alleged violations of ethical
principles. Differences of academic or artistic opinion regarding reviewer or evaluator assessments are

not considered grounds for objection under this procedure.

Objections and complaints are expected to be submitted, together with relevant documentation and
justification, through the official communication channels designated by the platform. Where possible,
submissions are reviewed by an independent committee component or an authorized administrative
body that has not been directly involved in the original evaluation process. Principles of confidentiality

and impartiality are observed throughout the review process.

Where deemed necessary, additional information may be requested, reviewer reports may be
re-examined, or supplementary evaluation opinions may be sought in relation to the submission subject
to objection or complaint. These processes are not intended to reassess the academic or artistic content
of the submission, but to determine whether the evaluation process was conducted in accordance with
ethical and procedural standards.

Decisions reached as a result of objection and complaint evaluations do not constitute punitive or
sanctioning measures; rather, they are regarded as administrative and principled actions aimed at
safeguarding the reliability and ethical infegrity of the evaluation process. All procedures conducted
under this framework are implemented in accordance with principles of academic ethics and institutional

responsibility and do not constitute a legal contract or binding commitment.
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
